Glossary 

A                                   
Abel: Adam and Eve’s Second Son. A shepherd, Brother of Cain and first victim of 
violence in the world, first person to be murdered, gave good sacrifices to god. The 
judge of souls in heaven, and buried in a cave on the side of mountain. 
 
Adam: Lived to 929 years old.  The first man created in Gods image, the first man to fall 
in love with a woman Eve.  Expelled with Eve from the Garden of Eden.  The father of 
Cain and Abel. 
 
Adams Cloak: Adams cape which is given to Enoch the son of Jared as a gift, a small 
part of the cloak has Abel's blood on it. 
 
Aluka: an undead man that is trapped in a distant mountain chasm, once a watcher that 
sinned at the highest degree that was cursed for his evilness. 
 
Amaros: A high ranking minion of the army of darkness, wields powerful witchcraft and 
spells. 
 
Angelic Beings: With a flaming sword these angels guard the entrance to the Garden of 
Eden. 
 
Angel Wings: The wings of the Metatron. 
 
Antediluvian: word meaning before the flood. 
 
Apes of Havilah: giant ancient primates that roamed the land of Havilah. 
 
Archangel Gabriel: an archangel that serves as a messenger for God. 
 
Archangel Michael: an archangel in heaven.  During the initial war in heaven Michael 
was not strong enough to defeat Satan in heaven.  His first role is the leader of the army 
of God.  The second and third roles of Michael is the angel of death, and carrying the 
souls of all the deceased to heaven.  In this role, at the hour of death, Michael descends 
and gives each soul the chance to redeem itself before passing, thus consternating the 
devil and his minions.  In his third role, he weighs souls in his perfectly balanced scales 
(hence Michael is often depicted holding scales). 



 
Archangel Raphael: an archangel that warns Adam of eating the fruit from the tree of 
good and evil and tells Adam about the war in heaven.  Raphael binds Azazel by hand 
and foot and cast him into an opening in the desert. 
 
Archangel Uriel: the archangel that buried Abel, and warns Noah of the great flood. 
Asshur: land by the sea, west of the Garden of Eden it holds a special gateway to a 
different world. 
 
Astaroth: A prince in the army of darkness, commander of forty legions, the demon of 
laziness. 
 
Azazel: Teaches man how to make weapons and cosmetics for which he was cast out 
of heaven.  His first sin was allowing the serpent to enter the Garden of Eden.  He 
inspires godlessness, which led men astray and corrupted them in all ways. 
 
Azazel’s Gold Bands: Once gave the power of flight to Gwyllgi until passing to Enoch 
the son of Cain.  Formed from the demon Azazel.

Beelzebub: Second in command of the evil forces, also known as the lord of the flies. 
 
Behemoth: cross between rhino, dinosaur, and elephant.  It has a tail like cedar almost 
like a dinosaur. 
 
Beresit: hebrew word meaning in the beginning. 
 
Beth: with her sister Rose, escapes their hometown that was overrun with cursed 
angels.

Evil Enoch is told of a way to enter the Garden of Eden, so he can eat 
from the tree of life.  Driven by revenge, anger, hate, a misplaced loyalty to his father, 
and evil, he feels justified and selfishly wants to live forever. 
 
Enoch Son of Jared: The Patriarch (365 Years Old, Son of Jared, Father of Methuselah 
and other sons and daughters, Great Grandfather of Noah.  Enoch was one of the few 
humans in history to have never experienced death, He is subsequently taught all the 
secrets and mysteries of the universe.  Even as a child Enoch was a natural born 
leader, when at an early age he saved his family from drowning in a flood at his home.  
A special child who seemed to have leadership and power thrust upon him.  Some said 
it was this skill and high intelligence that earned him such respect but in fact it was 
Enoch’s heart that earned him special favor and eventually a miraculous destiny.

Golden Scales: a mystical treasure that gives the one who wears it the ability to breath 
underwater.

Lived until he was 
969 years old and died days before the great flood.  The grandfather of Noah and the 
son of Enoch. 
 
Mevilus: member of cursed isolated town located deep in the desert. 
 
Mirror of Light: Once the shield of Lucifer that was broken towards the end of the war in 
the heavens.  Doubles as a shield and can reflect flames.  Can be used to hide 
someone from sight, can be used to hold images, and can be used to reflect a 
concentrated beam of light. 
 
Morning Star: another word for Satan or Lucifer.
